1 am directed to inform you that Directorate of sugar has received
complaint from the Food & Civil Supplies Department of the State Governments
that levy sugar being offered / supplied by some of the sugar factories is packed
in 100kg jute bags / 50 k§ HDPE/PP bags, which is violation of the terms and
conditon mentioned i the Levy Sugar Release Order, Sugar(Price
Determination) Order, 2011 and Sugar ( Packing & Marking ) Order 1970 as
amended vide Notification No. GSR 294 (E) / Ess. Com. / dated 19" April, 2002
3 given under;

(i) Levy Sugar Release order issued fromithe Directorate of Sugar to sugar mills
states that quality of levy sugar to be supplied shall conform to IS5 Grade
produced by Sulphitation/Carbonation process and packed in 50 Kg. bags

(i) Sugar( Price Determination) Order, 2011 states that the prices as specified
in Column 3 of Schedule 1, shall be the price payable for al the Indian Sugar
Standards (1SS) grades of sugar, packed in A Twill new gunny bags and
produced in 2010-11 sugar season by all vacuum pan sugar factories.
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(i) Clause 28 3 of the Sugar (Packing & Marking) Order, 1970 states that
*Unless otherwise permitted by the Gentral Government, a producer shall pack
al sugar manufactured by vacuum pan process in new Jute bags conforming to
the Indian Standard Specification IS:15138 -2002 and each bag of sugar shall
contain 50 kilogram of sugar net.

(Iv)  Minisiry of Textiles notiication dated 27th August 2010,states that 100%
production of sugar shall be packed n jute packaging material curing the jute
Year 2010-11 under the provision of JPM Act 1987,

(2) It is also mentioned that Indis is one of the member of International
Lbour organization (LL.0) and has already ratified the. maximum weight
convention w.e.f. 23.03.2011, As per LLO convention No 127 £128, which
prescribed that maximum permissible welgh to be carried by an aduit worker

(3 In this connection, Your attention s invited to this Directorate's letter
dated 29" August 2002, wherein Government has already issued necessary
instruction 'to al sugar factories to pack sugar n 50 kg jute bogs instead of
100kg jute bags w.e.f . 1 March, 2003, Further, In this matter sugar mills have
akso been advised from time to time to pack sugar I 50 kg bags vide our letters
dated 9" March 2010 and 24" June 2011,
