              Dear Sirs,

                The ex-factory prices of levy sugar \for 1974-75 (w.e.f. 12.7.75) to 1979-80 sugar seasons were refixed by the Government of India in compliance with the directions passed by the Supreme Court of  India in its judgment dated 22.9.1993 in C.A. No. 122-123 of 1981 etc. in the matter of Sri Malaprabha Co-operative Sugar Factory Ltd. etc. Vs Union of India & Anrs and a letter dated 14.6.95 was circulated inviting claims for levy sugar supplied to State agencies/FCI.  In para 3(vii) of the said letter  it was mentioned that the claims would not cover release made for employee’s quota and export of sugar.

2.            For facilitating the discharge of respective financial obligations of both the Government of India and the sugar factories concerned for export of sugar out of levy sugar, the Government has devised the following proformae:

 Statement I: showing the quantity of levy sugar exported out of the production of each sugar         season along with certified photocopies of relevant pages of RG-I register and/or certified photocopies of RT-12 forms of relevant months along with certified photocopies of the concerned Savingrams of the Directorate of Sugar;

Statement II: showing details of the amount payable to or recoverable from the sugar factory in respect of each sugar season for levy sugar exported; and 

Statement III: furnishing pre-receipted bill for the total amount of claims for export of sugar for all the sugar seasons from 1974-75 (w.e.f. 12.7.75) to 1979-80 minus dues of the Government relating to the Levy Sugar Price Equalization Fund (LSPEF) and Sugar Development Fund (SDF)).

      In order to establish proof of dispatches of sugar and to eliminate chances of double payment, it will be mandatory for sugar factories to furnish certified photocopies of relevant pages of RG-I register and/or RT-12 Forms of relevant months and photocopies of the savgingrams of the Directorate of Sugar while submitting claim with the Government.  Please note that claim lodged without certified photocopies of the said documents shall be liable to be rejected.  However, if the sugar factory furnishes certified copies of the relevant AR4A forms, the mandatory requirement of furnishing the certified relevant pages of RG-I register or of RT forms will be relaxed.

  3.         You are requested to please comply with the following requirements while    submitting the claim/accounts.

(a)                The requisite information may please be furnished in the prescribed proformae in triplicate.  A separate set of proformae should be filled in for each sugar season in respect of all statements except Statement III.

(b)                Statement I should be got duly certified by the Central Excise Authority concerned, for the six sugar seasons.  If no levy sugar was exported during the sugar season, a nil statement duly certified by the Central Excise Authority may please be furnished.

(c)                The correctness of the claims to be presented under Column 24  of the Statement II should be got certified by a Chartered Accountant/Cost Accountant.

(d)                A copy each of the interim orders of the various Courts on the basis of which excess realizations were made by your factory should be enclosed. A copy of the final orders of the Court should also be furnished to factilate reference and processing of the claim.

(e)                 The relevant particulars of the Bank Guarantees furnished in favour of the Govt. of India/Food Corporation of  India (FCI)/the State Trading Corporation of India Ltd. (STC)/Indian Sugar & General Industry Export Import Corporation Ltd., (ISGIEIC) giving Writ Petition No. name of the High Court, interim higher price allowed, date of the interim Court orders, Bank Guarantees (BGs) No. and date, indicating the name of authority in favour  of which BGs were furnished and the present status may be furnished on a separate sheet.

4.           In the case of change of name and/or ownership and transfer of management, the claims should be accompanied by an affidavit to the effect that the claimants are entitled to receive the levy sugar price differentials for export of sugar under the law duly signed by Chairman/Managing Director or/General Manager of the Sugar Factory.  He should indemnify the Government against wrongful claims in a separate affidavit.

5.          You are further requested to furnish certified copies of the following documents for verification of data:-

(a)    Photocopies of the available AR4A with you.

(b)   Photocopies of the agreement with ISGIEIC and its dispatch instruction.

(c)    Photocopies of the forwarding letter s of the ISGIEIC/STC enclosing therewith the cheaque/draft for the levy sugar exported and also photocopies of Bank Statement/Certificate/Pass Book or any documentary proof of having received the payment from ISGIEIC/STC.

(d)   Photocopies of the running bound account and the corresponding release letters.

(e)    Photocopies of the certified accounts viz balance sheet, receipt and payment account etc. linking up the total payments (98% and 2%) received from the STC/ISGIEIC from  these certified accounts.

 (f)  Any other proof in support of your claim.

 

  6.         None of the columns in the proformae should be left blank.  Incomplete statements are liable to be rejected.

7           The requisite information may please be sent to the undersigned by name (Under Registered Post with AD) for settlement of the respective claims of your factory and that of the Government of India for export of sugar out of levy sugar quota for 1974-75 (w.e.f. 12.7.75) to 1979-80 sugar seasons within a period of one month from the date of issue of this letter.

Subject: Settlement of claims on account of re-fixation of ex-factory prices of  levy sugar  for 1974-75 (w.e.f. 12.07.75) to 1979-80 sugar seasons      vide Notifications dated  13.04.1999 for levy sugar dispatched/delivered to  Army Purchase Organisation (APO).

Sir,

As you are aware, the ex-factory prices of levy sugar for 1974-75 (w.e.f. 12.07.75) to 1979-80 sugar seasons were re-fixed and further re-fixed vide Notifications dated 22.02.95 and 13.04.99 respectively in compliance with the directions passed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court in its Judgement/Order dated 22.09.93 and 28.01.97 in CA Nos.122-123 of 1981 (Shri Malaprabha Cooperative Sugar Factory Ltd & Ors Vs Union of India & Ors).  The ex-factory prices of levy sugar notified vide Notifications dated 13.04.99 have been upheld by the Hon’ble Supreme Court vide its Order dated 16.11.2000.

2.
The levy sugar price differential claim/accounts of sugar mills based on Notifications dated 22.02.95 in respect of dispatched/delivered to Army Purchase Organisation (APO) during the said six sugar seasons have already been settled in a majority of cases.  It has now been decided to pay to sugar factories the levy sugar price differentials based on the prices notified vide Notifications dated 13.04.99.  Accordingly, you are advised to furnish the requisite information and Pre-receipted bill in Statements I,II & III enclosed herewith to enable us to settle the claim/accounts of your sugar factory based on the levy sugar price notified vide Notifications dated 13.04.99 for 1974-75 (w.e.f. 12.07.75) to 1979-80 sugar seasons.

You are also advised to comply with the following requirements/instructions while submitting the claim/accounts for settlement:-

(i)                  Statement I &II should be filled in triplicate for each of the said six Sugar seasons;

(ii)                The pre-receipted bill in Statement III should be one for all the six Sugar seasons.

(iii)               None of the columns in Statements I, II, & III should be left blank. Incomplete statements are liable to be rejected.

4.
In the case of change of name and/or ownership and transfer of management, the claims should be accompanied by an affidavit to the effect that the claimants are entitled to receive the levy sugar price differentials on account of the supply/dispatch of the levy sugar to Army Purchase Organisation (APO) under the law duly signed by Chairman/ManagingDirector/General Manager of the Sugar Factory.  He should indemnify the Government against wrongful claims in a separate affidavit.

The requisite information in Statements I,II& III may kindly be sent to the undersigned by name positively within three months of the receipt of this letter/settlement of their claim based on the prices notified on 22.2.1995 (under Registered Post with AD) for payment of said levy sugar price differentials to your sugar factory.
