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The Government of India, Ministry of Labour Bureau has changed the base of
Consumer Price Index for Industrial Workers from 1960-100 to 1982-100 from
October, 1988 and from 1982=100 to 2001=100 from February 2006. However, in
view of the fact that factories are still paying Dearess Allowance on consumer pice
index based on 1960~100 base, the Government has evolved a linking factor for old
base.

“The linking factor for 1960=100 base are 4.63 & 4.93 i.e. the index of 2001100
base is to be multiplicd by 4.63 to get the index of 1982100 base and then this
index of 1982100 base s to be multiplied by 4.93 to get index of 1960100 base. Or
linking factor for 1960=100 base is 22,8259 i.c. the index of 2001=100 base is to be
‘multiplied by 22.8259 to get index of 1960=100 base.

We are giving below the Al India Average Consumer Price Index for Industial
Workers for 3 months i.c. from February 2011 to April 2011 on the above mentioned
Basis.
